


The vision for La Entrada is to create a new Master Planned Community within the City of
Coachella that serves as the gateway to the region offering a mix of remarkable residential,
commercial and recreational opportunities organized by the natural character of the land.
The project focuses on community connections and the pedestrian experience utilizing
plazas, a village paseo, village green, view top parks, linear parks, passive open space,

natural trails and active recreation uses as the framework for integration.

Situated on 2,200 acres, just south of Interstate 10, within the City of Coachella and its
approved Sphere of Influence, the La Entrada project includes the following land uses:

* A mix of approximately 7,800 residential units on approximately 981 acres;

* Approximately 1,500,000 square feet of mixed use commercial including
retail and office uses on approximately 135 acres;

* Approximately 70 acres for school sites including three elementary and
one middle school;

* Approximately 345 acres of land for park and recreation uses including
a regional park site; and

* A multi-purpose trail network and approximately 557 acres of open space.

Access to La Entrada will come by extending Avenue 50 and Avenue 52 over the Coachella
Branch of the All American Canal. The extension of Avenue 50 will connect to the new
planned Avenue 50/Interstate 10 interchange. Once complete, the Avenue 50 interchange
will provide a new access point for the City of Coachella and the eastern end of the
Coachella Valley.

We anticipate bringing the La Entrada project to the Planning Commission and City Council
of Coachella in the Fall, 2013.
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La vision para La Entrada es crear una nueva comunidad disefiada bajo una obra maestra
dentro la ciudad de Coachella que servira como un portal para la region, la cual ofrece una
mezcla de notables oportunidades residenciales, comerciales y recreacionales organizadas
por el ambiente natural del terreno. El proyecto se enfoca en conexiones de la comunidad y
las experiencias peatonales utilizando plazas, un paseo, una zona verde, parques con vista,
parques lineales, espacios abiertos pasivos, senderos naturales, y usos de recreacion activa

como la estructura para integracion.

Situado en 2,200 acres, justo al sur del Interestatal 10, en la ciudad de Coachella y su
aprobada Esfera de Influencia, el proyecto de La Entrada incluye los siguientes usos:

* Aproximadamente 345 hectareas de terreno para el parque y recreacion
utiliza como un sitio del parque regional, y

* Una red de senderos de usos multiples y aproximadamente 557 hectareas
de espacio abierto.

El acceso a La Entrada llegara al extender la Avenida 50 y la Avenida 52 en el All American
Canal sobre la rama de Coachella hacia el sitio del proyecto. La extension de la Avenida 50
se conectara con el nuevo intercambio planeado Avenida 50/Interestatal 10. Una vez
completo, el intercambio de Avenida 50 proporcionara un nuevo punto de acceso para la
ciudad de Coachella y el extremo oriental de el valle de Coachella.
